- Confederates fire on Union ships.

- Nobody dies in the attack!

territories” aka the 
South

Emancipation proclamation



-freed slaves could join the Union 
Army = more manpower

-Slavery is now explicit goal of Union 
cause

details

the battle of Galveston

-The Union captured Galveston to 
prevent supplies entering Confederacy

-John B. Magruder and Thomas Green 
used “cottonclad” ships to win back 

Galveston.

Cottonclad-warship made to look 
like cotton trading vessel



• The Confederacy (South) won back the 
city of Galveston.

• Confederates 
were winning, but 
both battles were 
Union victories

control of 
Mississippi.

2. Sabine Pass



• The Union wanted to end supplies 
entering Confederacy.

• The Union tried to sail up and attack 
Confederate forces on the Sabine 

River.
